St. Theresa
Higher Secondary School, a cherished institution is celebrating its ruby jubilee, forty years of
service in the field of Education.

This ruby jubilee marks a significant landmark, a testament to the school's unwavering
commitment to academic excellence and holistic development. As we reminisce about the
past, let us honor the pioneers who laid the foundation and the educators who contribute
their might to the growth and progress of the school at different levels,

It was in the year 1934, an idea germinated in the mind of the Bishop of Khandwa Diocese
His Grace late Arch Bishop Abraham Viruthakulangara to educate the young minds of
Burhanpur in order to make their future bright. Hence a humble beginning of Theresa Hr.

Sec. School, with the strength of just 45 students and two teachers inspiring these young
buds to blossom.

On 3™ July 1984 the school was inaugurated by late Mr. Mahendra Singh Thakur, the Mayor
of Municipal Corporation along with many other leading citizens of Burhanpur. The schoal
initially housed at Khrist Nivas Nursery School in the afterncon session under the able

guidance of Rev. Fr. Jose Thotapalli, the first manager and Rev. Sr. Lourde Mary CMC as the
first Principal.

On 4" April 1986 the foundation stone was laid for the extension of the new wing by late
Rev. Fr. John Thayil, gradually the second space of the infrastructure was designed by His
Excellency Most Rev, Leo Cornelio SVD with the cooperation of Rev. Fr. Cyriac, the manager
and Rev. 5r. Johncy CMC to further the progress of the school and it was blessed and
inaugurated on 17" January 2005 by his Excellency Most Rev. Leo Cornelio SVD.

On 18" December 2011, a new administrative cum academic block was blessed by Most
Rev. A.A.5. Durairaj 5VD, Bishop of Khandwa and inaugurated by His Grace Leo Carnelio Arch
Bishop of Bhopal under the direction of then Manager Rev. Fr. Benny Puthenpuriyal and
Rev. 5r. Johncy CMC the Principal. Taking into consideration of two shifts of our school still
